TO INDIVIDUAL RETREATANTS:  


Please return the registration form and deposit within a week of your reserving space.  To minimize precluding others from making a retreat, if we have not received this, we will make the dates available to others.


Please use the enclosed directions - Mapquest & GPS etc are not accurate.


As you come down the driveway, we invite folk to turn off their radios as a transition to a quieter pace. There is limited cell phone coverage.


You are invited to drop your belongings off at the ramp to the front door, and then proceed ahead and to the right to the parking area pulling fully into numbered spaces.  If you are staying at Heron’s Nest, check in with us first and proceed to the cabin.

We provide sheets and towels, blankets and pillows.  There are options for where you will sleep.  We ask before leaving that participants strip their beds, putting the linens by the washing machine downstairs.  As you remake your bed with fresh linens (provided), we invite you to pray for the next retreatant.  

While Cedar Cross does not meet all the code requirements for handicapped accessibility, it is handicapped friendly.  We are out in the woods, but we have created some pleasant places to sit outdoors that are easily accessible.  

Bring informal, comfortable clothing and shoes as there are 4 miles of trails for walking and places to sit and be quiet. There is a labyrinth and a unique Way of Jesus for meditative walking. Participants may want to bring a flashlight, toiletries and writing materials.  Modest amounts of beer & wine are OK.  We have great water so you don’t need to bring bottled water.

  There is No Smoking except on the deck.  We ask for a quiet time from 11 PM to 7 PM.

As a facility serving adults, please do not bring children or pets unless pre-arranged.

We have a short booklet “Designing Your Own Retreat” which has many practical suggestions.  If you are planning a silent retreat and are not experienced, please discuss this with staff.  There is an art and writers studio normally available for your use at a modest fee.

Please note that if you cancel less than 24 hours prior to your retreat, there is no refund. 


If you have any questions, please check our website at www.cedarcrossretreat.org which covers most questions or feel free to contact us. We will be praying for you before and after your retreat and look forward to welcoming you to Cedar Cross. The staff wants to help make your retreat as meaningful and productive as possible.

DIRECTIONS TO CEDAR CROSS                   PHONE : (252) 431-0829 

                   THESE ARE EXPLICIT BUT EASY  DIRECTIONS.                   

1.  FROM RALEIGH   (Takes 1 hour from downtown)

Take US-401 North, Go through Rolesville and Louisburg; 

Continue north 6 miles to Ingleside (US-401 turns right here);  

Continue straight for 2 tenths mile (this is now NC 39)

Turn Left on Rocky Ford Rd, and go 3 miles

At the Rocky Ford intersection (Melvin’s Market is there) 

Turn Right on Epsom-Rocky Ford Rd, and go only 1 tenth mile.

Turn Right at Cedar Cross Way.  (We share this driveway with folks in the blue double wide)

Follow drive straight back ½ mile (may feel like a mile) to the Lodge

2.  FROM CARY, NORTH RALEIGH

Take I-540 to Capitol Blvd (US 1 North), pass Wake Forest, Franklinton & Tar River.


At Kittrell just after divider in road ends, watch for Kittrell Grocery on left

Turn Right onto Main St, cross RR, go 3 miles to Bobbitt intersection

Turn Right onto Bobbitt Road and go only 2 tenths mile

Turn Left (sign says to Rocky Ford) and go 3 miles to Rocky Ford.

Turn Left on Epsom-Rocky Ford Rd, and go only 1 tenth mile

Turn Right on Cedar Cross Way (We share driveway with folks in blue double wide)


follow drive straight back ½ mile to Lodge

3.  FROM DURHAM AND CHAPEL HILL  (Takes 1 hour from downtown Durham).

Take I-85 north to Henderson

Exit 214 onto NC 39 South, turning right, go through town & cross US 1

Follow directions from Virginia starting at NC 39 South *

4.  FROM  VIRGINIA (& Henderson, 20 minutes)

Take I-85 South to Henderson,

Exit 218 onto US 1 (Raleigh) left lane exit, go to 3rd exit, about 3 miles

Exit onto NC 39 (Henderson), top of ramp, turn left

* Take NC 39 South, continue 7 miles to Epsom (road widens to 4 lanes)

Turn Right on Epsom-Rocky Ford Rd (convenience store at corner)


Go 3 miles, pass Joe Ward Rd, road curves to right, pass trailers on left

Turn Left at Cedar Cross Way (We share driveway with folks in blue double wide)

Follow drive straight  back ½ mile to the Lodge

(If you get to  Melvin’s Market, turn around & come back 1/10th mile) 

5.  FROM ROCKY MOUNT

Take US-64 West

Take NC 581 North at Spring Hope to Louisburg - See directions ‘From Raleigh’

When you arrive, unload vehicle at the Lodge and then go to parking area.
